Exchange Programs for International Students

Tokyo International University (TIU) was founded in 1965 and encompasses six undergraduate schools and four graduate schools. TIU is
constantly expanding its practice-oriented international education. Roughly 1,700 international students from over 70 countries around the

world are currently studying at TIU.

TIU offers two English-based programs for international exchange students interested in studying for one or two semesters.

Exchange students will exclusively take classes on TIU's new |kebukuro Campus in central Tokyo.

Japan Studies Program (JSP) English Track Program (E-Track)

[Japanese Studies Course] (Electives)

Japan studies on Culture, Literature, International Relations, Business,
and Society are offered, cross-listing with E-Track Major courses. (For
students who have JLPT N2 level, other Japanese-based courses are
also available.) No graduate-level courses are available.

Up to 20 credits can be taken if authorized by the dean of the
school.)
